Responsibilities
e Plan and deliver full-day, nature-themed day camps to children ages 5 to 10
e Follow VBGA’s health and safety protocols to ensure the wellbeing of all participants
e Provide campers with a safe, educational, fun, and meaningful experience
e Supervise and mentor a team of Volunteers and Junior Counselors
e Ensure that the campers are signed in and out by their parents/guardians
e Help to maintain and prepare program materials, supplies, and facilities
e Oversee activity preparation, cleanup, and daily cleaning and sanitation
e Perform standard First Aid procedures, group management practices, etc.
e Complete effective documentation of incidents, accidents, behavioural concerns, etc.
e Communicate effectively with parents/guardians regarding day-to-day camper experiences
e Liaise with the Youth Programs team and other VBGA Education staff
